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The Driver is the Most important
Component.

Start with a Good Walk Around. 

Check all Engine and Transmission           
Fluids.

Check for any leaks.

Check Windshield Washer Fluids.

Check all Tires for Proper Pressures 
and Tread Depth.

Inside the Cab Check;

Lights, Gauges and Windshield Wipers.

Check Air Pressure and Gauges.

Ensure your Registration and
Insurance Card are Current.

Confirm Drivers Attitude is in Check.
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Slow Down in School Zones and 
other High Traffic Areas

Keep Your Eyes Moving and Stay 
Alert as Kids will be:

Walking to and from school
Riding their bikes to school
Running between vehicles
Crossing in the middle of the street,
rather than using the crosswalk
Crossing the street after getting off the
bus

Be Prepared and Maintain a safe 
following distance, as School Buses 
make frequent stops on streets

Never pass a School Bus when Stop 
sign is deployed
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
